Ethiopia and the UK signed an agreement on avoidance of double taxation before the Forum began. Ambassador Berhanu Kebede and the UK Minister for Africa Henry Bellingham
MP signed the accord representing the two sides in the presence of the Deputy Premier and Foreign Minister Hailemariam Desalegn, as well as high level government officials.
